
DAY 1 ~ Thu. April 22 – Depart U.S.A./Rome
Our journey begins with an overnight flight to Rome. 
(Meals on board the flight.)

DAY 2 ~ Fri. April 23 - Rome, Italy
Benvenuti a Roma! Our escort will greet us at the airport. 
We’ll tour the Papal Basilica of Santa Maria Maggiore where
Blessed Luigi and Maria took their wedding vows (in 1905) 
on November 25, the couple’s Feast Day.  This afternoon 
we’ll visit St. Peter’s Basilica for a guided tour, followed by 
the Sacrament of Penance (optional). (D)

DAY 3 ~ Sat. April 24 - Rome
Today, we’ll stop at the American Catholic Church in 
Rome—Santa Susanna—and also at Chiesa di Santa Maria 
della Vittoria to pray in front of the awe-inspiring statue of 
the Ecstasy of St. Teresa. Next stop, the Trevi Fountain. 
Then, the Santuario Madonna del Divino Amore where 
married couples may renew their wedding vows at the Crypt 
of the only beatified married couple, Blessed Luigi and 
Maria [Corsini] Beltrame Quattrocchi. Others will serve as 
witnesses. At the Sanctuary we’ll visit the Lourdes Grotto, 
photo exhibits of the Blessed Virgin and Shroud of Turin, 
and the old and new chapels. This evening, we’ll enjoy a 
festive dinner. (B/D) 

DAY 4 ~ Sun. April 25 - Rome/Florence
Attend the Sunday Angelus at St. Peter’s Square and receive 
the Papal blessing from His Holiness, Pope Benedict XVI, 
if the Pontiff is available. In the afternoon, we’ll board our 
coach to Florence for dinner and overnight.  (B/D)

DAY 5 ~ Mon. April 26 - Florence
Our spiritual journey in Florence this morning begins with 
the oldest church in the City, the Basilica di San Lorenzo 
and adjacent Medici Chapels, followed by the
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most notable feature of the Florentine skyline, the 
Duomo, a Cathedral dedicated to Santa Maria del Fiore. 
See one of the oldest architectural monuments of the 
city, the Baptistry of San Giovanni whose bronze doors 
by Ghiberti are thought to rival the Gates of Heaven, 
and walk around the exterior of the Church of 
Orsanmichele with its famous statues of St. John the 
Baptist, St. Thomas and St. George. We will end our tour 
at the largest Franciscan Church in Italy—Santa Croce—
where Michelangelo, Galileo and Machiavelli are buried. 
Enjoy some free time, perhaps strolling along the famous 
Ponte Vecchio Bridge. (B/D) 

DAY 6 ~ Tue. April 27 - Florence / Turin
This morning, we’ll see the religious influence of the 
Corsini family at a church dedicated to Our Lady of 
Mount Carmel, Santa Maria del Carmine. Then visit the 
Boboli Gardens & Pitti Palace, once the seat of the 
Medici family, offering several art galleries.  Board your 
coach for the scenic drive to Turin for dinner. (B/D)

DAY 7 ~ Wed. April 28 - Turin
This morning, we will be at our ultimate destination –
Turin! Visit the Church of San Lorenzo, and the Basilica 
del Corpus Domini, site of one of two Eucharistic 
Miracles in Turin. Finally, the reason for our journey is at 
hand. We’ll attend Mass at a sister Church, San Carlo, 
consecrated to St. Charles Borromeo. Following free 
time for lunch, marvel at the wonders contained in the 
Museum of the Shroud of Turin and contemplate the 
mystery as you stand before the Holy Shroud at another 
sister church within the Diocese, the Cathedral of St. 
John the Baptist. Tonight, enjoy a farewell dinner. (B/D)

DAY 8 ~ Thu. April 29 - Turin / Milan
This morning, visit the site of the 2nd Eucharistic Miracle, 
the Church of Santa Maria del Monte, which has a
